Inresponse to the proposed negative declaration, we received a request from you for additional time
to review the mitigation measures and to conduct additional research. Since that time, we have
received numerous letters and emails from the public and from public agencies expressing their
concerns about the potential impacts from the proposed project. As we stated during our meeting
last week, one of the responses to this project was a technical memorandum prepared by Tom Myers,
Ph.D., a hydrologic consultant. In his memorandum, Dr. Myers states that, “pumping from the
perched aquifer will significantly impact the wetlands and flows from the spring and in the channel
above the Eustace Reservoir.” This conclusion is based in part on errors he found in the analysis and
assumptions used in the Hydrologic Study prepared by Lawrence and Associates.
